Disconnect the fan power cables.

a  Lift the two plastic rivets that secure the riser board insulator, then remove the insulator.

b If a SCSI data cable is connected to the riser board, disconnect the SCSI data cable from
the SCSI data connector on the riser board. See Figure 1-1.

¢ Unlock the riser board cam lever, then lift the riser board from the chassis. See Figure 1-1.

13 Remove the processor(s). See "Processor” in "Installing System Options” in your Installation
and 'Troubleshooting Guide.
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To remove the system board:

a  Lift up the blue retention pin and slide the system board towards the front of the system
to disengage the board from the retention tabs on the chassis. See Figure 1-2.

b Raise the back edge of the board slightly to clear the chassis, then lift the system board
out of the system.

b  While pulling the retention pin, slide the riser board away from the expansion card
openings.

¢ Lift the expansion-card riser board from the six securing tabs.

4 Place the riser board in the expansion-card cage so that the tabs are fully inserted in the slots

on the riser board. See Figure 1-4.

5 Slide the riser board toward the expansion card openings until you feel the riser-board
retention pin snap into place.

6 Closc the expansion-card guide.

If applicable, reinstall the RAID memory module onto the riser board.
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
